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FROM THE DESK OF HON'BLE VICE-CHANCELLOR

The livestock production particularly milk production plays a pivotal
role in rural upliftment. Although, India has emerged as the world's
largest milk producer, yet there is a phenomenal gap in productivity
of animals vis a vis world average production. The other major issue
facing dairy industry is ensuring a profitable remunerative price for
the producer without much burdening the consumer. Value addition
holds a lot of promise in this regard. Given the low margin of 4-5%
in the fluid milk business as against 20-25% for value added
products, value addition is drawing enormous attention now a days.

The demand for value added products is growing at 20-24% per annum. Rising consumption is driving the
dairy sector and also drawing foreign players into the market. Their entry could open the market for value
added products further. Our curriculum should place more emphasis on value added livestock products and
develop skills for product development and marketing in our graduates and post graduates.

Coming to the University activities, | am glad that our efforts resulted in VCI granting permission for
the first time for admission of students in College of Veterinary Science, Proddatur and College of
Veterinary Science, Korutla. The Government land belonging to CVSc, Korutla; KVK, Lam farm, Guntur
and Livestock Research station, Palamaner estimated to be worth more than 5.0 crores were protected
by providing protection structures all along the boundaries of the lands. 9.1 acres of land from Department
of Fisheries, Govt. of AP to Fisheries Research Station, Balabadrapuram, East Godavari district that has
been pending since 2006 was amicably transferred to the University. The University is thankful to the State
Government for sanctioning a special grant of 4.14 crores to create necessary infrastructure at Animal
Husbandry Polytechnics, Siddipet and Rapur. Introduction of 21 day foundation programme for newly
recruited Asst. Professors in collaboration with NAARM, Hyderabad, enhancement of stipend for
internees, PG and PhD students, Signing of MOU with Karnataka Veterinary and Fishery Sciences
University for a sandwich programme leading to award of PhD degree, MOUS also entered with National
Meat and Poultry Processing Board, NRC Meat and Project Directorate on Poultry, Rajendranagar etc
were some of the activities aimed at improving the education standards.
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
