Release of SVVU-T 17 a new strain of crossbred pig

The DDG (AS) Dr.Jena and Vice- Chancellor, SVVU,
Dr.Y.Hari Babu releasing the SVVU-T 17 strain
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SVVU —T 17, a new strain of crossbred pig was released on
01-07-17 at the inaugural function of Review meet of AICRP on
pigs and Mega seed project’s held at SVVU, Tirupati. More
than 20 years of research was done to develop the new
crossbred strain, suitable to agro-climatic conditions of
Andhra Pradesh and was developed by crossing pure lines of
Large White Yorkshire males (LWY) with half bred of LWY X
Desi females and the inheritance level was stabilized at 75:25
percent. Performance evaluation of this new variety cross
bred was done for 21 generations and validated at the farm
and farmers fields. Excellent feed conversion efficiency,
growth rate, lean meat production and carcass quality led to
huge demand of these piglets from farmers of the state. The
new strain of cross bred piglets were distributed to Mr.Uday
kumar of Damineedu mandal, Tirupati by the dignitaries at
the farm premises on the occasion. The review meet focused
on performance appraisal of pig cnetres and mega seed
centres. The scientists from all over the country representing
of AICRP and Mega Seed Project on Pig attended the
programme.
